ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

It is expected that students have well developed written and verbal communication skills, basic
numeracy skills and basic computer operating skills. A working with children check (also known
as a blue card in Qld) must be obtained prior to conducting your vocational placement.

STUDY MODE

Study is self-paced meaning that you can study at times and locations that suit you. No
assessment due dates and no timetabled lectures. Fast track your study or take your time —
the choice is yours.

Blended, onsite and classroom study modes are available on request. Please discuss with an
Adapt Education staff member.

WEBINARS AND TUTORIALS

Webinars: Every module is supported by a webinar. Webinars cover the key concepts of a
module and give you a head start on your assessment. Can’t make the live webinar? No
problems, you can view webinar recordings at a time that suits you.

Tutorials: These are optional video conference sessions in a small group environment. Ideal
for students who have learning difficulties, study anxiety, "procrastination-itis", or simply
those who feel they would benefit from a supportive and structured environment.
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DURATION

You will have up to 2 years to complete but can progress at any pace.

As a guide someone allocating 2-3 days per week on assessment could expect to complete the
course in 20—24 weeks. Note: This timeframe can vary significantly depending on an
individual’s life and work experience, current knowledge and study habits.

Students receiving study benefits from Centrelink (education supplement) will be obligated to
complete the course in: 40 weeks (full time) or 69 weeks (part time) .

PRACTICAL

Students not currently working in the education support industry will be required to complete
100 hours practical placement as part of their study. You may choose to do your placement as
a full time block or part time. The placement can be completed at any stage during your
course. Adapt Education can arrange your placement for you or you can arrange your own.
Additional hours (up to 100hrs) placement may be required for school based students,
students on a traineeship, Early School leavers or those that have been assessed as having
limited work/life experience. This will enable more time to develop skills in a work setting.

Certificate 3 Guarantee

To be eligible for this program you must:

e Be aged 15 years or above and no longer be at school

e Permanently reside in Queensland

e Be an Australian citizen or New Zealand citizen or Australian permanent resident
(including those with a visa on the pathway to permanent residency).

e Not hold or be currently enrolled in a Certificate Ill or higher level qualification (Does
not include qualifications completed at school or abroad)

Students approved for the Certificate 3 Guarantee will pay a student contribution fee.
Concession card holders, Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander people will receive a concession.

You can nominate the
instalment amount and frequency you are comfortable with.

ASSESSMENT

e Provide a copy of your Statement of Attainment to Adapt in order to receive a Credit Transfer.
